Mohenjo-daro  ……..Typical of the most large and planned cities 

It had planned city streets and buildings .well fortified city for defence though it did not have city wall as such.But it did have towers to the West of main settlement.Defence fortification was to the South.
City is divided into two wings:
1.Citadel, included an elaborate tank or bath with fine quality brick work and drains , surrounded by a verandah and a giant granary, bath, assembly halls and tower in West, a large residential structure and two aisled (at least) aasembly halls
2.East of citadel is lower city laid in grid   iron pattern.
· Straight streets with drainage system showing sanitation thoughts

· Broad  parallel streets which crossed each other , divides city into compact rectangular blocks, each measures about 365m x 244m

· Stone use- very minimum- usually used one was lime stone

Use of brick—mud baked brick(Unlike the sun dried brick used by Mesopotamian Civilization)
Wood blocks or brick made by burning wood.

·  Use of timber to create the flat roof

· Brick stair way
